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overview

As per CHED Memorandum Order (CMO) No. 45, series of 2016, with the subject "Annual Higher Education
Dataflnfomation Collection”, the Commission on Higher Education (CHED) is mandated to collect, collate, store and
disseminate data and information needed by the public and private stakeholders to make informed choices and
decisions.

The commission also needs higher education datafinformation as basis for formulating policies on instruction,
research, and extension as well as for monitoring the higher education sector’s progress.

The objectives of the annual higher education data/information collection are as follows:

a.To update the Higher Education Insttutions’ Management Information Syslem (HEMIS) for institutional,
regional, and national decision-making, planning and monitoring:

b.To collect up-to-date and complete data from the State Universities and Colleges (SUCs) for the Normative
Funding (NF) application;

c.For public and private HEIs with no computer-based systems, to provide an electronic spreadsheet-based
HEMIS for HEI administrators and other concerned officials and staff as a tool for managing their academic
programs; and

d.To publish on the CHED website, market data/information for students and parents to guide them in making
informed choices and decisions pertaining to higher education.

These final data tables represent the outcome of the Higher Education Institutions Management Information System
(HEMIS) data collection of CHED Caraga. It includes changes due to the corrections/updates done by respective
HEls during the confiration/verification period.

There are a total of ffty-six (56) recognized
Higher Education Institutions (HEISs) in
Caraga, comprising seventeen (17) public
and thirty-nine (39) private institutions
Among the public HEIs, four (4) are State
Universities and Colleges (SUCs) main
campuses, while there are twelve (12)
satelite campuses and one (1) local
college. Within the thirty-nine (39) private
HEISs, twenty-nine (29) are non-sectarian,
and ten (10) are sectarian.

Furthermore, Figure 11 shows that
Agusan del Norte has the highest number
of HEIs, with 19 HEIs comprising 13 non-
sectarian, 4 sectarian, 1 SUC (Main), and
1 SUC (Satelite). Surigao del Sur follows
with 15 HEIs then Surigao del Norte with
12. 1t can also be noted that Dinagat
Isiands has only 1 non-sectarian institution.

For AY 2024-2025, the overall enroliment in Caraga Region stands at
130,372 students. Among them, 54.2% (70,628) are female, while 45.8%
(59,744) are male.

As depicted in Table 2.1 and Figure 2.2, Agusan del Norte has the most
number of enroliment with 44,132 (or 33.85% of the eniire enrollment
population). Following this are Surigao del Sur and

with tolal enroliment of 38,419 and 37,071, respectively. Meanwhile, the
Province of Dinagal Islands has the leasi number of enrollees for this
‘academic year which is 1.93% of the entire enroliment population.

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Figure 2.5 Top 5 Program Disciplines with High Enroliment
As depicted in Figure 2.5, the lop 5 disciplines in terms of
enrollment across baccalaureate, maslers, and doctoral degree
programs are Business Administration and Related Disciplines, with
30357 enrollees, representing 23.3% of the total enroliment
Education Science and Teacher Training with 23998 overall
enrollees, consituting 18.4% of the total enrolled students;
Engineering and Technology, with 14,633 enrollees, accounting for
11.2% of the total enroliment; IT - Related Disciplines, with 12,896
enrollees, comprising 9.9% of the total enrollment; and Agriculure,
Forestry, and Fisheries, with 8,035 enrollments, making up 6.2% of
the total enrolled students.

For doctoral programs, Agusan del Norte ranks highest in terms of enrollment for this academic year with a total of 210 students, of which 90
are male and 120 are female. On the other hand, Agusan del Sur has the least enrollees for doctoral programs with 83 students, of which 32
are male and 51 are female.

Figure 2.8 shows that 59% (or 276 out of 468) of the enrolled students are female, which simply implies that the enroliment in doctoral
programs are female dominated. Meanwhile, there are a total of 192 male students enrolled in doctoral programs for this academic year.

The enrollment in masteral programs shows an overall female majority, comprising 71% (or 3,726) of the total population, while males
‘account for only 29% (or 1,619). This can also be seen in Figure 2.13, which breaks down the enrollment of the programs by province.

Among the provinces, itis reflected that Agusan del Norte stands out with the highest enrollment, boasting with 2,076 (1,458 female and
618 male enrollees). This was closely followed by Surigao del Sur which records a total of 1,967 (1,433 females and 534 males). On the
other hand, Agusan del Sur has the smallest numbers, with 184 females and 105 males, whereas Surigao del Norte has 651 female and
262 male students. Overal, female students significantly outnumbered males, reinforcing the broader trend of female dominance in
enroliment

For baccalaureate programs, the total enrollment has reached 124,659, with
53.4% (or 66,626) are female and 46.6% (or 56,033) are male. Among the

male  provinces, Agusan del Norle boasls the highest enroliment, with 18,958

male and 22,888 female students, comprising 32.7% of the total enrollment.
This is closely followed by Surigao del Sur with 17,527 males and 18,842
females, totaling to 36,369 (or 30 2%).

Conversely, Dinagat Islands has the fewest enrollees this academic year,
with only 2514 students. However, it's important to note that there is only
one (1) HEI located in the province of Dinagat Islands

For Academic Year 2023-2024, the overall graduates in Caraga
region reached 17,892, of which 60.9% (or 10,891) are female and
39.1% (or 7,001) are male. Obviously, female graduates make up the
majority which is consistent across al provinces.

Among the provinces, Agusan del Norte has the most number of
graduates with 5.777, owning 32.3% of the total graduates. This is
then followed by Surigao del Sur with 4,748 (26.5%) and Surigao del
Norte with 4,152 (23.2%). Meanwhile, the province of Dinagat Islands
reported the least number of graduates this year with a total of 480
graduates, which is 3% of the overall graduates.

For the masteral programs, there are a total of 530
graduates, revealing a significant gender disparity, with
females making up 725% (or 384) of the total
graduates, while males account for only 27.5% (or
146). This trend is evident in all categories, including
institutional type and location of the HE

Figure 3.14 shows that among the provinces, Agusan
del Norte has the highest number of graduates,
totaling 342, with 258 being female and 84 male.
Surigao del Sur follows with 134 graduates while
‘Agusan del Sur recors the lowest number at only 20.

When comparing institutional types, private HEIs have
significantly more graduates (323) compared to public
instiutions (207), with females dominating ~both
sectors, as reflected in Figure 3.15.

In terms of the disciplines with graduates in masteral programs, Education Science and Teacher Training has the highest number of
graduates, with 355 students (83 males and 272 females), making up 67% of the total graduates. Similerly, Business Administration and
Related Disciplines is the second most popular fields, with 103 graduates, where 67% are female. Other fields, such as General (Arts,
Liberal Arts, Letlers, Professional Studies, etc) and Humanities, also show a higher number of female graduates with over 65%

representation. However, IT-related disciplines stand out as one of the few fields where male graduates outnumber females, with 77.8%
being male.

Overall, the above data highlights the continued preference for education and business-related fields among females, while technical and
IT-related disciplines have more male representation
